WE PROVIDE HANDS-ON TRAINING

Brooklyn Law School’s Clinical Education Program, comprised of a broad array of in-house clinics
and externships, is one of the most diverse and comprehensive in the country. The National

Jurist ranks it one of the “best schools” for practical training in the U.S. Additionally, Brooklyn

Law School has a robust pro bono program that offers students the ability to gain experience and
build credentials by serving low-income and other underserved communities. LL.M. students are
encouraged to, and typically do, take part in at least one practical experience opportunity during
their study. Our location in historic Brooklyn Heights, just over the Brooklyn Bridge, provides easy
access to a main transportation hub and many court houses, government agencies, and offices

of private legal services. This makes it possible for students to integrate these opportunities
comfortably into their schedules.

WE PREPARE YOU FOR THE NEW YORK STATE BAR EXAM

Students may choose to focus their course selections on preparing for the New York State bar exam. Our LL.M. program is
designed to meet the New York Court of Appeals requirements set forth in Rule 520.6 (the “Cure Provision”). Indeed, we offer
as part of our curriculum a specially-designed course for credit that teaches many of the U.S. law subjects that are tested on
the New York State bar examination. This course includes exam simulations so students are better prepared on test day.

WE GUARANTEE CAMPUS HOUSING

All full-time LL.M. students who complete the housing application by May 1 are guaranteed housing in Feil Hall, a modern
22-story high-rise building only three blocks from the Law School. The costs of our furnished apartments in this elevator and
doorman building are below market, and family housing is available for those who qualify.

WE FOCUS ON LEGAL ENGLISH

We offer a legal English course in July that provides immersion in legal English prior to the start of your U.S. law degree
program. This intensive training covers listening and speaking in a professional legal setting, legal writing, and analyzing
cases and U.S. legal documents. For dates and program cost, go to www.brooklaw.edu/LLI. In addition, an ESL specialist co-
teaches the LL.M. Legal Writing and Research class and is available for individualized out-of-classroom help throughout the
program. Our program emphasizes the development of drafting and writing skills necessary for becoming a proficient U.S.
lawyer.
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WE PROVIDE ENRICHMENT OUTSIDE THE CLASSROOM

We have more than 40 student organizations, including an LL.M. Association devoted to planning LL.M. specific events at the
school and an LL.M. representative in the student government. LL.M. students are invited to numerous workshops, events
and programs, including those sponsored by the Dennis J. Block Center for the Study of International Business Law. Our Office
of Career and Professional Development assigns every LL.M. student an individual career counselor for guidance and a local
attorney mentor. Our students participate annually in the LL.M. Moot Court Competition held in Washington, D.C.

PROGRAMELIGIBILITY, DEGREE REQUIREMENTS AND SPECIALIZATIONS

Prospective students must hold a first degree in law from a foreign university and non-native English speakers are required
to demonstrate English competency through a minimum TOEFL score of 100 or IELTS score of 7.0. We do accept waivers for
those fluent in English. The LL.M. degree requires completion of 24 credits including two required courses: Fundamentals of
American Law and Legal Writing and Research, a course specifically designed to meet the needs of international lawyers. The
remaining credits are earned in courses selected by the student. No thesis is required. The degree can be earned in one year
of full-time study, or up to two years of part-time enroliment for those whose status in the U.S. allows that option. Students
may choose to focus their course selections in a specific area of the law in order to gain in-depth knowledge and expertise.
Brooklyn Law School offers specializations in many areas of the law, including business law, international law, intellectual
property and media law, refugee and immigration law, entrepreneurship law and real estate law.
